TESTING LABORATORY SERVICES

PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1
DESCRIPTION

A.
This section specifies materials testing and inspection during construction provided by a Testing Laboratory retained by Department of Veterans Affairs.

1 .2
REQUIREMENTS

A.
Inspection and Testing: Inspect materials and workmanship and perform

tests described herein and additional tests requested by Resident

Engineer. When it appears materials furnished, or work performed by

Contractor fail to meet construction contract requirements, Testing

Laboratory shall direct attention of Resident Engineer to such failure.

B.
Written Reports: Submit test reports to Resident Engineer within 24 hours after each test is completed. Submit reports of tests which fail to meet construction contract requirements on colored paper.

C.
Verbal Reports: Give verbal notification to Resident Engineer immediately of any irregularity.

D.
Test Standards: Include a lump sum allowance of $3,500.00 for furnishing published standards (ASTM, AASHTO, Ad, ANSI, AWS, ASHRAE, UL, etc.) referred to or which are pertinent to these specifications. Furnish standards in single copies or bound volumes within 60 days. Photo copies are not acceptable. Billings for standards furnished at net cost to Testing Laboratory

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1
EARTHWORK

A.
General:

1.
Observe fill and subgrades during proofrolling to evaluate suitability of surface material to receive fill or base course.

2.
Provide full time observation of fill placement and compaction and field density testing in building and pavement areas to verify that earthwork compaction obtained is in accordance with contract documents.

3.
Provide supervised geotechnical technician to inspect excavation, subsurface preparation, and backfill for structural fill.

B.
Testing Compaction:

1.
Determine maximum density and optimum moisture content for each type of fill, backfill and subgrade material used in compliance with ASTM D1557.

2.
Make field density tests in accordance with ASTM D2922.

a.
Building Slab Subgrade: At least one test of subgrade for every 185 m2 (2000 square feet) of building slab, but in no case fewer than three tests. In each compacted fill layer, perform one test for every 185 in2 (2000 square feet) of overlaying building slab, but in no case fewer than three tests.

b.
Foundation Wall Backfill: One test per 30 m (100 feet) of each layer of compacted fill but in no case fewer than two tests.

c.
Pavement Subgrade: One test for each 330 in2 (400 square yards), but in no case fewer than two tests.

d.
Curb, Gutter, and Sidewalk: One test for each 90 m (300 feet), but in no case fewer than two tests.

e.
Trenches: One test at maximum 30 m (100 foot) intervals per 1200 mm (4 foot) of vertical lift and at changes in required density, but in no case fewer than two tests.

f.
Footing Subgrade: At least one test for each layer of soil on which footings will be placed. Subsequent verification and approval of each footing subgrade may be based on a visual comparison of each subgrade with related tested subgrade when acceptable to Resident Engineer. In each compacted fill layer below wall footings, perform one field density test for every 30 m (100 feet) of wall. Verify subgrade is level, all loose or disturbed soils have been removed, and correlate actual soil conditions observed with those indicated by test borings.

B.
Testing for Footing Bearing Capacity: Evaluate if suitable bearing capacity material is encountered in footing subgrade.

C.
Testing Materials: Test suitability of on-site and off-site borrow as directed by Resident Engineer.

3.2
LANDSCAPING

A.
Test topsoil for organic materials, pH, phosphate, potash content, and

gradation of particles.

1.
Test for organic material by using ASTM D2974.

2.
Determine percent of silt, sand, clay, and foreign materials such as rock, roots, and vegetation.

B.
Submit laboratory test report of topsoil to Resident Engineer.

3.3
ASPHALT CONCRETE PAVING

A.
Aggregate Base Course:

1.
Determine maximum density and optimum moisture content for aggregate base material in accordance with ASTM D1557.

2.
Make a minimum of three field density tests on each day’s final compaction on each aggregate course in accordance with ASTM D2922.

3.
Sample and test aggregate as necessary to insure compliance with specification requirements for gradation (AASHTO T27), wear (AASHTO T96), and soundness (AASHTO T104).

B.
Asphalt Concrete:

1.
Aggregate: Sample and test aggregates in stock pile and hot-bins as necessary to insure compliance with specification requirements for gradation (AASHTO T27), wear (AASHTO T96), and soundness (AASHTO T104).

2.
Temperature: Check temperature of each load of asphalt concrete at mixing plant and at site of paving operation.

3.
Density: Make a minimum of two field density tests in accordance with ASTM D1188 and comparative 50-blow Marshall tests in accordance with ASTM D1559 of asphalt base and surface course for each day’s paving operation.

3.4
SITE WORK CONCRETE

A.
Test site work concrete including materials for concrete as required in Article CONCRETE of this section.

3 .5
CONCRETE

A.
Batch Plant Inspection and Materials Testing:

1.
Perform continuous batch plant inspection until concrete quality is established to satisfaction of Resident Engineer with concurrence of Contracting Officer and perform periodic inspections thereafter as determined by Resident Engineer.

2.
Periodically inspect and test batch proportioning equipment for accuracy and report deficiencies to Resident Engineer.

3.
Sample and test mix ingredients as necessary to insure compliance with specifications.

4.
Sample and test aggregates daily and as necessary for moisture content. Request adjustments be made in quantities of mixing water and aggregates as necessary to maintain water-cement ratio of approved design mixes.

5.
Certify, in duplicate, ingredients and proportions and amounts of ingredients in concrete conform with approved trial mixes. When concrete is batched or mixed off immediate building site, certify (by signing, initialing or stamping thereon) on delivery slips (duplicate) that ingredients in truck-load mixes conform to proportions of aggregate weight, cement factor, and water-cement ratio of approved trial mixes.

B.
Field Inspection and Materials Testing:

1.
Provide a technician at site of placement at all times to perform concrete sampling and testing.

2.
Take concrete samples at point of discharge from mixer (at point of discharge from end of pipe for concrete conveyed by pumping methods) in accordance with ASTM C172. Mold and cure compression test cylinders in accordance with ASTM C31. Make at least three cylinders for each 40 in3 (50 cubic yard) or less of each concrete type, and at least three cylinders for any one day’s pour for each concrete type. After good concrete quality control has been established and maintained as determined by Resident Engineer make three cylinders for each 80 in3 (100 cubic yard) or less of each concrete type, and at least three cylinders from any one day’s pour for each concrete type. Label each cylinder with an identification number. Resident Engineer may require additional cylinders to be molded and cured under job conditions.

3.
Test slump of concrete periodically and during making of concrete test cylinders. Method of making slump test as described in ASTM

C143.

4.
Determine air content of air entrained concrete at least twice a day during progress of work and during making of concrete test cylinders. Determine air content by ASTM C173 or ASTM C231.

5.
If slump or air content fall outside specified limits, make another test immediately from another portion of same batch.

6.
Insure maintenance of water-cement ratio established by approved trial mix, by notifying Resident Engineer to require addition of cement (at job site) whenever slump exceeds specified maximum.

7.
Notify laboratory technician at batch plant of mix irregularities and request materials and proportioning check.

8.
Verify that specified mixing has been accomplished.

9.
Environmental Conditions:

a.
When ambient air temperature falls below 4.4 0C (40 degrees F), record maximum and minimum air temperatures in each 24 hour period; record air temperature inside protective enclosure; record minimum temperature of surface of hardened concrete.

b.
When ambient air temperature rises above 29.4 0C (85 degrees F), record maximum and minimum air temperature in each 24 hour period; record minimum relative humidity; record maximum wind velocity; record maximum temperature of surface of hardened concrete.

10.
Observe conveying, placement, and consolidation of concrete for conformance to specifications.

11.
Observe condition of formed surfaces upon removal of formwork prior to repair of surface defects and observe repair of surface defects.

12.
Observe curing procedures for conformance with specifications, record dates of concrete placement, start of preliminary curing, start of final curing, end of curing period.

13.
Observe preparations for placement of concrete:

a.
Inspect handling, conveying, and placing equipment, inspect vibrating and compaction equipment.

b.
Inspect preparation of construction, expansion, and isolation joints.

14.
Observe preparations for protection from hot weather, cold weather, sun, and rain, and preparations for curing.

15.
Observe concrete mixing:

a.
Monitor and record amount of water added at project site.

b.
Observe minimum and maximum mixing times.

16.
Verify slab flatness and levelness within 72 hours of placement for each slab finish in accordance with ASTM E1155.

17.
Other inspections:

a.
Grouting under base plates.

b.
Grouting anchor bolts and reinforcing steel in hardened concrete.

C.
Laboratory Tests of Field Samples:

1.
Test compression test cylinders for strength in accordance with ASTM C39. For each test series, test one cylinder at 7 days and one cylinder at 28 days. Use remaining cylinder as a spare tested as directed by Resident Engineer. Compile laboratory test reports as follows: Compressive strength test shall be result of one cylinder, except when one cylinder shows evidence of improper sampling, molding or testing, in which case it shall be discarded and strength of spare cylinder shall be used.

2.
Furnish certified compression test reports (duplicate) to Resident

Engineer. In test report indicate following information:

a.
Cylinder identification number and date cast.

b.
Specific location at which test samples were taken.

c.
Type of concrete, slump, and percent air.

d.
Compressive strength of concrete in MPa (psi)

e.
Weather conditions during placing.

f.
Temperature of concrete in each test cylinder when test cylinder was molded.

g.
Maximum and minimum ambient temperature during placing.

h.
Ambient temperature when concrete sample in test cylinder was taken.

i.
Date delivered to laboratory and date tested.

3.6
REINFORCEMENT

A.
Review mill test reports furnished by Contractor.

B.
Perform sampling at fabricating plant. Take two samples from each 23 t (25 tons) or fraction thereof of each size of reinforcing steel lOM thru 55M (No. 3 thru No. 18).

C.
Make one tensile and one bend test in accordance with ASTM A370 from each pair of samples obtained.

D.
Written report shall include, in addition to test results, heat number, manufacturer, type and grade of steel, and bar size.

E.
Provide inspection of all reinforcing to verify compliance with the drawings and specifications.

F.
Perform tension tests of mechanical and welded splices in accordance with ASTM A370.

General: Provide shop and field inspection and testing services to certify structural steel work is done in accordance with contract documents. Welding shall conform with AWS Dl.l Structural Welding Code.

Approve welder qualifications by certification or retesting.

Approve procedures for welding in accordance with applicable sections of AWS Dl.l.

Fabrication and Erection:

1.
Weld Inspection:

a.
Verify Welding Procedure Specification (WPS) sheer has been provided and has been reviewed with each welder performing the weld. Welds not executed in conformance with the WPS are rejected.

Verify fit-up meets tolerances of WPS and mark joint prior to welding.

c.
Verify welding consumables per Contract Documents and WPS.

d.
Verify welder qualification and identification.

e.
Verify amperage and voltage at the arc with hand-held meters./

f.
Observe preheat and interpass temperatures, weld pass sequence and size of weld bead.

g.
Inspect welding equipment for capacity, maintenance, and working condition.

h.
Verify specified electrodes and handling and storage of electrodes in accordance with AWS Dl.l.

i.
Inspect preparation and assembly of materials to be welded for conformance with AWS Dl.l.

j.
Verify that quality of welds meet requirements of AWS Dl.l.

k.
Measure 25 percent of fillet welds.

1.
Verify that correction of rejected welds are made in accordance with AWS Dl.1.

in.
For Seismic Critical Welds, inspect removal of back-up and run-off plates, preparatory grindings and execution of reinforcing fillet.

n.
Nondestructive test all complete penetration groove welds larger than mm (5/16 inches) by ultrasonic methods for conformance with the weld quality and standard of acceptance of AWS D1.1 for welds subject to tensile stress. Pass sound through the entire weld volume from two crossing directions to extent feasible.

2.
Bolt Inspection:

a.
Inspect high-strength bolted connections in accordance AISC Specifications for Structural Joints Using ASTM A325 or A490 Bolts.

b.
Slip-Critical Connections: Inspect 10 percent of bolts, but not less than 2 bolts, selected at random in each connection in accordance with AISC Specifications for Structural Joints Using ASTM A325 or A490 Bolts. - Inspect all bolts in connection when one or more are rejected.

c.
Fully Pre-tensioned Connections: Inspect 10 percent of bolts, but not less than 2 bolts, selected at random in 25 percent of connections in accordance with AISC Specification for Structural Joints Using ASTM A325 or A490 Bolts. Inspect all bolts in connection when one or more are rejected.

d.
Bolts installed by turn-of-nut tightening may be inspected with calibrated wrench when visual inspection was not performed during tightening.

e.
Snug Tight Connections: Inspect 10 percent of connections verifying that plies of connected elements have been brought into snug contact.

f.
Inspect field-erected assemblies; verify locations of structural steel for plumbness, level, and alignment.

3.
Inspect “Reduced Beam Flange Sections” for accuracy of profile and smoothness of ground surfaces.

D.
Submit inspection reports, record of welders and their certification, and identification, and instances of noncompliance to Resident Engineer.

STEEL DECKING

Provide field inspection and testing services to insure steel decking has been installed in accordance with contract documents and manufacturer’ s requirements.

        The contracting officer shall require that any class of service

        employee which is not listed herein and which is to be employed

        under the contract (i.e., the work to be performed is not performed

        by any classification listed in the wage determination), be

        classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

        relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between

        such unlisted classifications and the classifications listed in the

        wage determination.  Such conformed classes of employees shall be

        paid the monetary wages and furnished the fringe benefits as are

        determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by the

        contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such

        unlisted class(es) of employees.  The conformed classification,

        wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the

        commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

        When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a

        separate SF 1444 should be prepared for each wage determination to

        which a class(es) is to be conformed.

        The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

        1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a

        conformed occupation) and computes a proposed rate).

        2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report

        listing in order proposed classification title), a Federal grade

        equivalency (FGE) for each proposed classification), job

        description), and rationale for proposed wage rate), including

        information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

        authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there

        is no authorized representative, the employees themselves.  This

        report should be submitted to the contracting officer no later than

        30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any

        contract work.

        3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly

        submits a report of the action, together with the agency's

        recommendations and pertinent information including the position of

        the contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division,

        Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, for

        review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

        4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves,

        modifies, or disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency

        contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that

        additional time will be required to process the request.

        5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to

        the contractor.

        6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

        Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF

        1444 or bond paper.

        When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act

        Directory of Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare

        job definitions to insure that duties requested are not performed

        by a classification already listed in the wage determination.

        Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

        determine whether a class is included in an established wage

        determination.  Conformances may not be used to artificially split,

        combine, or subdivide classifications listed in the wage

        determination.
